Personal quantities of commercially canned or retorted (or equivalent) meat products (including pate) are permitted subject to inspection on arrival. The products must be in metal cans, retort pouches or other equivalent receptacles and they must not require refrigeration to maintain quality.

Ingredient lists must be identifiable on the cans and if they are not then these goods must be re-exported or destroyed.

An Import Permit is required. The permit application must be applied for prior to importation and can be sent to an AQIS regional office for assessment and approval.

A Quarantine Entry must be lodged on arrival for each consignment. Each consignment must be inspected on arrival. The following conditions also apply to the imported goods.
